A department store, for
example, true to its name, is composed of many departments: readymade clothes,
fabrics, shoes, sports goods, toys, china and glass, electric appliances, cosmetics,
linen, curtains, cameras, records, etc. You can buy everything you like there.

There are also escalators in big stores which take customers to different
floors. The things for sale are on the counters so that they can be easily seen. In the
women's clothing department you can find dresses, costumes, blouses, skirts, coats,
beautiful underwear and many other things. In the men's clothing department you
can choose suits, trousers, overcoats, ties, etc.

In the knitwear department one can buy sweaters, cardigans, short-sleeved
and long-sleeved pullovers, woollen jackets. In the perfumery they sell face cream
and powder, lipstick, lotions and shampoos.

In a food supermarket we can also buy many different things at once:
sausages, fish, sugar, macaroni, flour, cereals, tea. At the butcher's there is a wide
choice of meat and poultry. At the bakery you buy brown and white bread, rolls,
biscuits.

Another shop we frequently go to is the greengrocery which is stocked by
cabbage, potatoes, onions, cucumbers, carrots, beetroots, green peas and what not.
Everything is sold here ready-weighed and packed. If you call round at a dairy you
can buy milk, cream, cheese, butter and many other products.

The methods of shopping may vary. It may be a selfservice shop where the
customer goes from counter to counter selecting and putting into a basket what he
wishes to buy. Then he takes the basket to the check-out counter, where the prices
of the purchases are added up. If it is not a self-service shop, and most small shops
are not, the shop-assistant helps the customer in finding what he wants. You pay
money to the cashier and he gives you back the change.

The average temperature in January is about 5C above zero. February is the coldest
month in the year.

Average summer temperature is about 14
degrees above zero in the western part and up to 32 degrees above zero in the
southeast. Average winter temperature is from about 25 below zero in Alaska and
up to 20 degrees above zero in Florida.

The USA belongs to the federative republics as it includes 50 states. The
power is divided into executive, legislative and judicial. The president represents
executive body and heads the army and the Navy of the USA. Congress has
legislative power. There are 100 senators who comprise the Senate and 435
members in the House of Representatives. The various states have own
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legislative and executive bodies. Still, their structure, functions and competence are
governed by the Constitution of each state. They mustn’t conflict with the
Constitution of the USA.

On the third Monday
in January, Americans celebrate Martin Luther King's birthday. Martin Luther
King taught people to use peaceful demonstrations to change laws, instead of
violence. Many laws were changed because of his work.

February 14th is Saint Valentine's Day. In the US, today people send cards
called valentines, flowers, chocolates or small gifts to their friends. Presidents’ Day
(birthdays of George Washington and Abraham Lincoln) is celebrated on the 3rd
Monday of February. Americans call George Washington "the father of the
country”. He was elected the first president. Abraham Lincoln was the 16th
president. Lincoln gave Negro slaves freedom with the Emancipation
Proclamation.
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March 17th is St. Patrick's Day. This holiday comes from Ireland because St.
Patrick was the Irish saint. Many people celebrate this holiday by wearing green
clothes in honor of St. Patrick. Some people even drink green beer!

Easter is a Christian holiday that is celebrated on a Sunday between March
22nd and April 25th. Christians celebrate the resurrection of Jesus Christ. In the
US, people attend religious services and family picnics.

Mother's Day on the second Sunday in May is a holiday to remember
mothers with cards, flowers and presents.

Flag Day on June 14th is the anniversary of the adoption of the American
flag in 1777. The third Sunday in June is Father's Day in the United States. This is
a day when people remember their fathers with presents and cards.

The Fourth of July is a very important holiday in the US. Americans
celebrate the independence of the thirteen American colonies from Great Britain
and signing of the Declaration of Independence on July 4, 1776. This holiday is the
"birthday of the United States of America”. Americans celebrate this day with
fireworks and parades.

In August there are no holidays to celebrate. Many families go on vacation
or have picnics or go to the beach.

Labor Day, celebrated on the first Monday in September honors all working
people in the US and Canada.

The 2nd Monday of October is Columbus Day, celebrating the historic trip
of Christopher Columbus to the Americas in 1492. Columbus was Italian and this
holiday is especially important to Italian-Americans.

October 31st is Halloween. Children in costumes go from house to house
saying "trick or treat". The treat is usually a candy and tricks are rarely done. A
symbol of Halloween is the jack-o-lantern, which is made of a pumpkin.

Thanksgiving Day is the 4th Thursday in November. On this day Americans
remember how the Indians helped the Pilgrims by teaching them how to farm and
hunt. On this day, they give thanks for their food, their country, and their families.

December 25th is Christmas. Many people decorate their houses with
Christmas trees and lights and give presents to each other. Children hang stockings
for Santa Claus to fill with gifts. As you can see the US is a country of many
holidays!

With a total area of seventeen million square kilometers and population of
about one hundred and fifty million, Russia, officially called the Russian
Federation, is considered to be the largest country in the world. The Russian
Federation is divided into eighty five federal subjects, twenty two of which are
republics (Kalmykia, Komi, Dagestan, Ingushetia and others). The republics
represent areas of non-Russian ethnicity and entitled to set their own official
languages and establish their own constitutions. The capital of the country is
Moscow.

Russia occupies the eastern half of Europe and the northern part of Asia. It
borders on many countries, which had earlier been Soviet Republics, as well as
with China, Japan, Korea, Finland and other countries. Russia is washed by twelve
seas (the Black Sea, the White Sea, the Barents Sea, the Baltic Sea and some
others) and three oceans (the Pacific, the Atlantic and the Arctic).

Russia is rather rich in water resources. The longest rivers are the Volga in
Europe and the Ob, the Yenisei and the Lena in Asia. The largest lakes are Ladoga
and Baikal which is considered to be the deepest fresh-water lake in the world.

There are two major plains in Russia: the Great Russian Plain and the West
Siberian Lowland.

The most important mountain chains are the Caucasus, the Altai, the Urals,
which are generally seen as the dividing line between Europe and Asia, and some
others.

About eleven percent of Russia is tundra, a vast treeless region in which the
subsoil is permanently frozen. The zone is known for its white nights in summer,
and for days of total darkness in winter. However, less than one percent of Russia’s
population lives in this zone.

The state symbols of Russia

A state symbol is a special historically established distinctive sign of a
particular state, established by the constitution or special law, embodying its
national sovereignty, originality, and sometimes also bearing a certain ideological
meaning (state flag, national emblem, national anthem).

The Russian flag has three equal horizontal fields with white at the top, blue
in the middle and red at the bottom. Some Russians believe that white stands for
generosity, blue for loyalty and red for courage. But there is no official explanation
for the meaning of the colors. When Russian people celebrate their national
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holidays you can see the national flag in all streets, squares, official buildings,
blocks of flats and houses in big cities, small towns and villages.

The Russian coat-of-arms can be described as the eagle carrying a sceptre, the
sign of state power, and an orb, the sign of unity. The emblem also includes St
George. It is the oldest Russian symbol of love for Motherland. The double-headed
eagle is the emblem of Russia. Above the heads there are three crowns. Three
crowns is the symbol of sovereignty of the state, equality of the main governmental
branches of power — legislative, judicial and executive.

The “State Anthem of the Russian Federation” is the name of the official
national anthem of Russia. It uses the same melody as the “State Anthem of the
Soviet Union”, composed by Alexander Alexandrov, and new lyrics by Sergey

Mikhalkov.

My Future Specialty

The profession of a railway man is very interesting and honorable. It attracts
many young men and women. Railway transport has always been the main method
of transportation in Russia because of the specific territorial, geographic and
climatic conditions of our country. Big volumes of freight and passenger traffic
over long distances make high requirements to the development and operation of
the transport system.

The railway needs highly qualified specialists. Dispatcher is in charge of
dispatching trains. He is also responsible for making a complete record of the
movement of trains on his division and for timing of all trains. A dispatcher makes
a decision to provide the correct running of the train, the best possible utilization of
locomotives and train crews.

The hump controller is responsible for shunting operation facilities, for the
best possible use of rolling stock, for timely preparation of cars to breaking up, for
marshalling trains under the timetable.

The train controller directs the train movement. An increase in the throughput
capacity of our railways is ensured through a large-scale introduction of automatic
block signalling and dispatcher interlocking systems.

Considerable progress has been achieved in mechanizing and automating the
process of train breaking-up at shunting yards. Extensive mechanization and
automation has been introduced at the majority of sorting hump yards, some of
which are based on a microprocessor technology and car retarders. Modified car
retarders are used on the humps. And students of our college will have to design
automatic systems, to control the work of automatic dispatching system, to check
the complete train network.

Mechanisms and Simple Machines

Mechanism: the fundamental physical or chemical processes involved in or
responsible for an action, reaction or other natural phenomenon.

Machine: an assemblage of parts that transmit forces, motion and energy in a
predetermined manner.

Simple Machine: any of various elementary mechanisms having the elements
of which all machines are composed. Included in this category are the lever, wheel
and axle, pulley, inclined plane, wedge and the screw.

The word mechanism has many meanings. In kinematics, a mechanism is a
means of transmitting, controlling, or constraining relative movement. Movements
which are electrically, magnetically, pneumatically operated are excluded from the
concept of mechanism. The central theme for mechanisms is rigid bodies
connected together by joints.

A machine is a combination of rigid or resistant bodies, formed and
connected so that they move with definite relative motions and transmit force from
the source of power to the resistance to be overcome. A machine has two
functions: transmitting definite relative motion and transmitting force. These
functions require strength and rigidity to transmit the forces.

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The term mechanism is applied to the combination of geometrical bodies
which constitute a machine or part of a machine. A mechanism may therefore be
defined as a combination of rigid or resistant bodies, formed and connected so that
they move with definite relative motions with respect to one another.

Although a truly rigid body does not exist, many engineering components are
rigid because their deformations and distortions are negligible in comparison with
their relative movements.

The similarity between machines and mechanisms is that

- they are both combinations of rigid bodies

- the relative motion among the rigid bodies are definite.

Yard layouts and types of yards

Station yards are located as close to a town or village as possible. An easy
approach from the town or village to the passenger, as well as the goods station, is
a great advantage.

Yards are usually laid on a level, as gradients in the yard are not desirable.
Location of yards in a place with upward inclines on either side, should be
avoided, as it is difficult to start trains on an upward incline and equally difficult to
stop trains on a downward incline.

Railway yards may be conveniently divided into four categories, namely:
passenger, goods, marshalling and locomotive yards.

The function of the passenger yard is to provide facilities for the movement of
passengers and vehicles for passengers. A goods yard is responsible for the receipt,
loading, unloading and delivery of goods and the movement of goods vehicles.
Goods vehicles have to be sorted and marshalling yards are required for this work.

Locomotive vyards, as the name implies, are required for servicing
locomotives, namely: cleaning, filling water, oiling, carrying out small repairs, etc.

While passenger and goods yards are required at most of the train halting
places, marshalling and locomotive yards are situated considerable distance apart.

The organization of a railway

Originally traffic working was arranged by the local yardmasters. The
signalmen played a considerable part in controlling the flow of traffic. The
signalmen performed this important work with much skill. But, then it gradually
became evident that their knowledge of the general traffic position and their
influence over the flow of traffic was too localized for performing an effective
control.

In order to simplify the problem of running trains, all railroads are divided
into divisions. A division superintendent is responsible for train movement. On
every railroad division there is a train dispatcher who is responsible for train
movement too.

The most important device for railway operation is centralized traffic control
or CTC. It enables the dispatcher to control both the station switches and the
signals at the intermediate sidings throughout the division. The dispatcher also
controls all the marshalling operations at wayside stations and there are no station
operators on duty any more.

The CTC dispatcher sends special coded orders that operate the switches and
signals at the station. So, CTC provides a high degree of safety and reduces the
number of sidings. It also increases both the railway capacity and the speed of train
movement. All train movements are governed by signal indications. The signals
and switches are operated electrically from a large illuminated panel standing in
front of the dispatcher's desk.

All the tracks in the controlled section are represented on this panel too. The
locations of all the trains in the given section are seen on the panel. CTC saves
much time. Many railways reduce the number of sidings.

A network of telephone lines spreading throughout the country links stations,
signal boxes and marshalling yards with the traffic control offices. The staff of
controllers receive reports of running trains -and keep records showing the state of
traffic at any moment.

On entering the traffic control centre one can see the «train board» — a
diagram occupying one wall showing all the running lines, sidings and yards. At
desks facing the board controllers are sitting responsible for various stations into
which the district is divided. Each has a desk telephone switchboard through which
he can talk, or be called by numerous stations, signal boxes and sidings. He can
also talk to other controllers in the same room or other offices in the building.

A chief controller sits in a position where he has a good view of the whole
board and can watch all events on a railway.

The design of a passenger station depends on the kind of passenger operation
it performs. If most of the passengers who pass through the station are
«commuters» — that is people who live in the suburbs and work in the city — it is
not necessary for the passenger station to have large waiting rooms.

If most of the passengers using this station are persons who come from other
terminals to continue their journeys, large waiting rooms are needed. The use of
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electric locomotives has a large effect on the design of large passenger stations.
The use of electric power makes it possible to do away with a train shed and to
construct the station building right over the railway track. The platforms may be on
opposite sides of the track. There may be an island platform between the tracks.
The island platform is cheaper to equip than two separate platforms. The booking
office is placed to the station entrance.

Development of the automatic train scheduling system

For the establishment of train diagrams, it is necessary to first take into
account the factors including both quantitative and qualitative conditions of
passenger and freight, ground facility conditions including tracks, signals, station
yards, etc. as well as the performance of rolling stock. So, the entire train diagram
formation process requires a great deal of time and labor.

And, the work often results in the repetition of trials and errors with the
present train diagrams.

So, it is difficult to computerize all of such various, different types of works.

However if a certain definite conditions are determined, the process of
forming train diagrams can easily be accomplished through automation work.
Accordingly, it is possible to achieve a higher degree of simplification as well as
promoting a higher level of efficiency in the diagram.

The general factors that affect the formation of diagrams are as follows:

1) Number of trains; operation sections; time; classification of trains; and
patterns of distribution of stations where trains stop.

2) Type of rolling stock and standard operation time according to each type of
train.

3) Ground facility conditions (refuge stations, stations where two trains cross
each other, terminal stations), depots, etc.

4) Safety equipment conditions (train intervals and handling time of safety
equipment).

5) Related restriction conditions: (utilization of rolling stock, crew
management, yard operations, etc.)

The carrying out of repeated adjustments and studies on the complicated
relationships among many factors makes the definite establishment of a train
diagram possible.

The diagram formation through the cooperation of man and computer will
involve the following processes:
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1) The staff engaged in the train planning must keep various matters in mind,
including: transportation demand, performance of rolling stock, number of rolling
stock, transportation facilities, safety equipment, yard work, situation of personnel,
power supply, relations with other transportation organizations, etc. Taking into
consideration the object assigned to each train on the train diagram, the conditions
of trains are put into the computer. These conditions are train number, initial
station, starting time, terminal station, terminal arrival time.

2) The computer, with the input of the previously mentioned conditions,
makes calculations of the arrival and departure time at each station of the particular
train concerned, checks for any concurrence with other trains by the station
equipment data and train data, and in the case of any predicted concurrence,
automatically operates to prevent any concurrence in accordance with the priority
order previously set.

3) From the results obtained, the computer indicates the departure and arrival
times, the operation conditions, the departure and arrival time, the operation
conditions, etc. on the graphic display apparatus in the form of a diagram.

4) If the diagram of train is shown in the graphic display, the operator in
charge makes the final judgment about its realization, thereby determining the train
diagram one by one. In case that any revision is determined to be necessary, the
rearrangement of the train diagram by changing the planning conditions and/or
various kinds of data is carried out.

Russian Nobel prizewinners
Every year, six Nobel prizes are awarded for outstanding work in science,
literature, economics and the promotion of peace. This international prize was
founded by the Swedish scientist Alfred Nobel, who invented dynamite and built
up companies and laboratories in countries all over the world.
Many Russians have been nominated for the Nobel Prize since it started in
1901 and 19 of them have received the Nobel Prize for their outstanding
contributions, particularly in the field of physics, but also in other areas.
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The first Russian Nobel winner for medicine (1904) was Ivan Pavlov. He
made many remarkable discoveries about blood circulation and the central nervous
system and he discovered the conditioned reflex through his research on the
digestive system. His experiments on dogs had a great impact on behavioral
psychology.

Mikhail Sholokhov, the outstanding 20th century Russian writer, wrote and
published a number of short stories while completing his most famous work “And
Quiet Flows the Don”, which took him fourteen years to finish. He was awarded
the Nobel Prize in Literature in 1965.

In 1978, Russian physicist Pyotr Kapitsa shared the Nobel Prize in Physics for
his work on magnetism and low-temperature physics. He founded the Institute for
Physical Problems in Moscow, and be was the oldest scientist ever to win the
award.

The Nobel Peace Prize has been awarded over the years to individuals and
organizations that work actively for peace and greater understanding. It was
suspended during both World Wars. But it has been awarded to Russian physicist
and civil rights campaigner Andrei Sakharov (1975) and to Soviet President
Mikhail Gorbachev (1990).

British scientists and inventors

Science has been a driving force behind the evolution of the modern world.
British scientists have made immense contribution to the different fields
including physics and biology.

Isaac Newton is considered by many to be one of the most influential
scientists of all time and a key figure in the scientific revolution. He developed
the theory of colour, studied the speed of sound and formulated the laws of
motion and universal gravitation (published in 1687), which dominated scientific
view of the physical universe for the next three centuries.

The main discoveries of Michael Faraday (1791-1867) include those of
electromagnetic induction and electrolysis.

Charles Darwin introduced his revolutionary theory of evolution in his
book 'On the Origin of Species' published in 1859. It changed the way the world
look at the creation of life.

Many English inventors of the present and of the past literally changed our
world.

Steam engine constructed by a Scottish inventor and engineer James Watt
(1736-1819) was fundamental to the changes brought by the Industrial
Revolution in both his native Great Britain and the rest of the world.

The first mechanical computer created by a mathematician and philosopher
Charles Babbage (1791-1871) eventually led to more complex designs.

But the computer we know today would not be possible without a
pioneering British computer scientist Alan Turing. During the Second World War
this mathematician and his team were successful in deciphering the German
coding machine 'Enigma’.

If Babbage is considered by some to be a «father of the computer», Turing
Is widely declared to be the father of theoretical computer science and artificial
intelligence.
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And the author of undoubtedly one of the most revolutionary inventions of
the 20th century - the World Wide Web (WWW), - is another British Computer
Scientist Sir Tim Berners-Lee (born in 1955). In 2004, Berners-Lee was knighted
by Queen Elizabeth I1 for his pioneering work.

Some of the discoveries and invention of these scientists have inspired
some people to take up science as a career. The list of British scientist and their
contribution towards science is a long one and embraces several centuries up to
modern days.
